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How to Use These CardsEach flashcard presents the Spanish word with phonetic pronunciation on the front. The English translation is on the back, along with a photo and a translated sample sentence. Studying each word through association will help increase memory retention! You’ll also find helpful tips on word usage, including whether a phrase is formal (addressing a professor/elder) or informal (addressing a friend/family member/someone younger).The words are organized alphabetically in color-coded categories: Nouns, Verbs, Adjectives, Adverbs, Prepositions, and Tricky Words(Spanish words that resemble English words but have different meanings).Gender is indicated for nouns, so you know which article to use: el (masculine) orla(feminine).Masculine and feminine forms are given for each adjective. Any exceptions are noted on the cards. Tip:Add -sfor the plural of an adjective that ends in a vowel, and add -esif the adjective ends in a consonant.The four feature cards in the front of the box include a pronunciation guide, sample verb conjugations, pronouns, conjunctions, more prepositions, days, months, and numbers— all to help build a solid foundation for learning Spanish.Frequent review is important in language learning, so study 

these cards repeatedly. For even better recall, say the words 

aloud as you read them.
