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KITCHEN TOOLS


	BOX GRATER
Shreds food items such as cheese or grates the skin off citrus fruits



	COLANDER
Drains liquids through small holes that cover the bowl



	DRY MEASURING CUPS
Helps you determine larger amounts of ingredients such as flour



	FRYING PAN
Useful for frying foods and for general cooking use



	IMMERSION BLENDER
A handheld machine that purees foods



	LADLE
Helpful for serving soups or suspicious stew



	LIQUID MEASURING CUP
Measures exact amounts of liquids, by lining up the top of a liquid to the marks on the glass



	MEASURING SPOONS
Useful for determining smaller amounts of ingredients



	MINI CHOPPER
A machine that chops small foods and ingredients.



	ROLLING PIN
Useful for flattening or rolling out dough



	RUBBER SPATULA
Folds ingredients into each other, or scrape the sides of bowls



	SAUCEPAN WITH LID
Useful for boiling or simmering foods



	SPATULA
Flips or turns foods during the cooking process



	STAND MIXER
Mixes, beats, or whips foods at varying speeds



	WHISK
Handheld tool that mixes or whips liquids and batters



	DIAMOND SWORD
Effective against hostile mobs










KITCHEN SURVIVAL TIPS

To make your cooking adventures extra successful, here are some tips, tricks, and key terms that will help you build up your kitchen skills.

CUTTING IN BUTTER

Put down the sword; it’s not that kind of cutting. When instructed to cut butter into flour, you’re being asked to add small chunks of cold butter to a flour mixture, then use a pastry blender or your hands to grind that butter into the flour, mixing it up until it’s all uniform and fairly coarse. When using your hands for this, I recommend you grab and pinch the flour and butter chunks together, rubbing the butter between your fingers to spread it throughout the flour. Keep grabbing and pinching handfuls of butter and flour until it all comes together.

DOUBLE BOILER

A double boiler consists of two stacked pots, or a pot with a metal bowl on top. The bottom pot has about an inch of water in it, and the second pot or bowl fits on top (but shouldn’t be able to touch the water under it). When put over heat, the water in the lower section boils, and the steam rises to warm the upper section. This allows you to heat chocolate and other sensitive ingredients without risk of scorching them. If you don’t have access to a double boiler or something similar, you can use a microwave oven instead. Microwave the ingredients for 30 seconds, stir, and continue to microwave and stir at 15-second intervals until the ingredients have melted.

FOLDING

This is a way to gently mix fragile ingredients or anything that shouldn’t be stirred too vigorously. When instructions tell you to “fold in,” simply place the ingredient in the mixture and slowly move the mixture over the ingredient as if you’re folding an omelet. Continue a few more times until it’s mixed.

GATHER YOUR INVENTORY

It’s easier to build something when you have everything you need in your inventory, and cooking is the same way. Before you start, read through the full recipe, noting the steps involved and the length of time the recipe takes. Are there any unusual ingredients you need to hunt for or special tools you’re not familiar with? Prep everything ahead of time. Some ingredients may need to be at room temperature, for example. Others may need to be diced or chopped before you begin.
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MIXER

If you plan on doing a lot of baking or… mixing, an electric stand mixer is highly recommended. Many of the recipes here call for using a mixer, but if you don’t have one, you can always mix by hand. Expect this to take longer—it’s like mining with your hands instead of a newly crafted pickaxe—but on the plus side, you’ll get the added perk of developing incredibly buff arms! If you’re in the market for a mixer, I recommend getting a standard mixer attachment, a whisk attachment, and a dough hook attachment along with it.

PUNCHING DOWN

Put all of that in-game punching practice to good use! To punch down dough means to place it on a floured surface after letting it rise and give a couple of gentle punches (or very light kneads) to compress it. Afterward, turn the dough over and shape it according to instructions.

SEPARATING EGGS

Egg throwing is best left to the game. But egg separating is required for some recipes. You’re not separating one egg from another; rather, the term means you need to separate the egg yolk from the egg white. Here’s how: Over a bowl, carefully crack an egg in the middle, separating the crack at the top. As you open the egg, tilt the yolk back and forth from one half shell to the other, letting the egg white pour through the bottom of the crack into the bowl below. Continue until only the yolk is left in the shell, then pour that into a separate bowl.

THERMOMETERS

A few recipes will require you to keep an eye on temperature—this is incredibly important for candymaking (like the Marshmallow Clouds, Sheep’s Wool, and Honey Block recipes) and is helpful for cooking various cuts of meat. You’ll want to add separate candy thermometers and meat thermometers to your kitchen inventory. Both are fairly inexpensive and easy to find.
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
