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Many people think of numbers the way accountants, mathematicians, and scientists think of them—as inanimate figures used to calculate or manipulate quantities of things. But there’s another way to look at numbers too—as digits that are alive, imbued with energy, and animated by a life force. The ancient Egyptians believed in this immense power of numbers, and also gave numbers active and receptive and male and female characteristics.

Although ideas about the mystical aspects of numbers permeated the ancient world, the Greek mathematician Pythagoras was likely the first to organize and popularize those esoteric ideas into what would become the art of numerology. Numerology can be used for a range of things—to help understand yourself at a deeper level, to help you find the right date for an event, or to better understand a love interest’s personality. Once you know how to access the power inherent in numerology, you will be able to enhance your own life, making it richer, happier, and full of love.

Numerology is the metaphysical study of numbers and their potential significance in terms of your life or future. The most important numbers in your life, according to numerology, aren’t your bank account balances or salary but rather your birth name and birthdate. From those numbers, you discover your purpose in life, your special qualities, and your life lessons—in short, information that will empower you to have the life (and love) meant just for you.

Witches believe that each number has a profound role to play in the universe and that the placement or alteration of the numbers could effect change and influence outcomes in a person’s life. Numbers can help guide you and illuminate the path you want in questions big and small related to goals, decision-making, love, and so on. As you strive to live a full and rich love life, let the language of numerology’s numbers and symbols lead the way.

Your intuition plays a vital role as you work with any magical tool, be it numerology, palmistry, astrology, or spellcasting. True intuition is your deep inner conviction that something is correct. Although what you intuit may seem illogical and not provable using facts, reason, or logic, the insight can nonetheless guide you, especially at the turning points of your life. Give your intuition free rein as you now begin to explore these tools of witchcraft and how they relate to your love life.




MATHEMATICS VERSUS NUMEROLOGY


Numbers can be used in two basic ways: physical mathematics and metaphysical numerology. Mathematics and numerology both rely on the use of numbers to produce information or to manipulate the environment, but they are different:


	Mathematics is employed in the construction of conceptual systems for understanding Earth’s physical laws.

	Numerology expresses metaphysical insights about numbers as they pertain to your life and the mysteries of the universe.



THE CONNECTION BETWEEN ENERGY AND NUMBERS


Everything in the universe is made up of some form of energy. This energy vibrates, and the vibration has a frequency. The frequency at which an object vibrates helps connect the object to certain characteristics, energy values, qualities, and the like.
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Think of how many numbers you run into throughout your day. Witches find meaning in such mundane moments and will use these numbers to enhance the energy around them. If you microwave your meal for 2 minutes and 22 seconds, what influence do all those 2s (and the 6 that they add up to) have on the food you are about to eat?



The same is true for your numbers. The numbers that describe you (your birthdate, for example) have a symbolic meaning and an energy value that numerologists use to describe you—your personality, strengths and weaknesses, life purpose, relationships, talents and abilities, and more.
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Nature and numbers are closely connected, especially in witchcraft. Counting the number of petals on a flower will quickly tell you the essential properties available for spells. For example, an eight-petaled flower is helpful for spells involving prosperity, while a five-petaled flower promotes change. The phases of the Moon, marked in twenty-eight-day cycles, is another important numerical figure in natural magic.



If you think about it, you probably already impart meaning or energy to certain numbers. Perhaps you’ve been a single person in a group of couples, or the only person in a dark parking lot at midnight. In those cases, one might be a lonely number. In groups, however, people say there is safety or strength “in numbers.”
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The use of symbols is important to every witch. Symbols are used as a means of communicating with the divine and the universe. They are considered a universal language that spirits use when passing on messages from the other side.



The use of these symbols, so organic in nature, opened the way for nonverbal communication that encouraged intuition, inspiration, creativity, ingenuity, and imagination for more meaningful, happier lives for people. Gradually, as people developed the ability to move from symbols to numbers, each number took on a specific meaning, and numerology was born.


[image: ] THE NUMBERS TO KNOW [image: ]


The single-digit numbers, 1 through 9, are the backbone of numerology and provide key information. Numerologists also pay special attention to the master numbers—11, 22, and 33—which can either be reduced (by adding the single digits that make up the number, such as 1 + 1) or kept whole. In numerology, the numbers 1 through 9, 11, 22, and 33 are significant because of the energy values, symbolism, and meaning associated with those values. Numbers always carry the same vibrational frequency, and once you understand what that is, you can easily harness the value and energy of numbers.

THE NINE PURE NUMBERS


The numbers 1 through 9 are considered pure numbers. Each represents a pure quality, or in other words, a characteristic that is unaffected by any other quality. All the other numbers come from a combination of pure numbers. Just as red, blue, and yellow are the primary colors and all other colors are a combination of the primary ones, so are 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 the primary numbers, with all other numbers being formed from them (through reduction by adding them together). Hence, the number 10, a compound number, may be expressed as 1 + 0 = 1.
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The number 10 is different from the other compound numbers; it contains all the qualities of 1 through 9 and becomes all of them. The difference between a 10-derived 1 and a pure 1 is that a pure 1 is like a beautiful tree in your backyard, complete in itself, while a 10-derived 1 is like your backyard. The number 10 expands the singular in 1 as it absorbs all of life’s experiences.



Ancient numerologists assigned the number 10 as Earth’s vibe number. Everything on Earth, according to numerology, happens in groups of 10. Many ancient calendars had 10 months, which makes sense according to numerology.

MASTER NUMBERS


While most numbers are reduced down to the nine pure numbers, master numbers are certain numbers that are left as they are: 11, 22, and 33. These numbers are special in numerology and considered to have extra potential.

If you encounter a master number, take notice. Individuals with master numbers in their numerological charts have the capability to do great work and make an impact on the world, but in order to do this, they usually have to go through a trial or an experience that pushes their limits and allows them to break free from the common mold.

Master numbers have a duality in their vibration. They can be left as they are or reduced further to their pure state (2, 4, 6). This means that each has the essence of its higher self as well as its pure number and can manifest in both ways. If you have a master number as one of your core numbers, read both the master and the pure state and see which description fits you better. It could be that the higher form of the number will express itself more with age and experience.

THE NUMBER ZERO


Zero is not a number that is traditionally used or looked at in numerology. It does, however, have a vibration all its own and a significance that you can see expressed in the world around you. If you encounter a zero, you will find that it has the energy of purity to it. Think of the moment when a race is about to start and a timer is set to zero; there is a feeling of possibility in that instant. Anything can happen in the time to come—you could win the race, you could fall and injure yourself, or you could finish last. This number also represents oneness and the power of the Source in all that is around you. Zero vibrates to universal love and contains an edge of innocence wherever it touches.
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In nature, certain shapes and symbols are common. Early humans noticed that, too, and began using symbols such as circles, semicircles, and triangles in their numerical language. Later, within the art of numerology, numbers and symbols became endowed with rich, esoteric meaning and energy value. For example, a circle is a line with no end and no beginning. The circle is a line of wholeness and completion, simultaneously flowing and completing. The circle in nature can be seen in fruits and berries, the midday Sun, and the Full Moon, and in mathematics the circle is a key part of geometry. Before doing magical work, many witches cast a circle. This distinguishes a space between the outside mundane energies and inner magical practices. In witchcraft, circles are both protective and a source of power.
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Four numbers make up the basis for your numerological profile. To find these numbers, all you need to know is your birth name and birthdate. The vibration and frequency from these numbers come together to make up a profile of your personality.

Before trying to improve your love life, it is helpful to drill down into who you really are. You should discover what makes you tick—your hopes and dreams, your life purpose, and those special talents and abilities that you don’t always recognize or appreciate. Looking at your core numbers will help you do this. They will help you know yourself and your desires in a more intimate way.

Once you learn about yourself, you can then use the birth name and birthdate of your partner to get to know them better as well. See if your interests in life mesh, or if, for example, you are a homebody and your romantic interest is an explorer. Numbers are important, but also don’t discount that gut feeling you get when you are around the person. Listen to your intuition; it will never steer you wrong.

LIFE PATH NUMBER


The first and most important number to determine is your life path number, which tells what path you are heading down. This number can give you insight into some lessons or challenges that you may encounter along your journey. It is considered the most essential number in numerology and is found by adding the digits of your birthdate. These create the vibrational basis for the moment you were born and the foundation of the life you chose to lead.

To add insight into your life path, most numerologists also take a look at the actual day you were born. This date gives hints into any specific talents or purposes that you brought with you into this lifetime. By combining your life path number with your actual day of birth, you can see what areas in life you may excel at and where you may fall short.

For example, if you were born on October 12, 1992, you would first find your life path number by adding the digits in your full birthdate:


	
October: 10 … 1 + 0 = 1

	
12: 1 + 2 = 3

	
1992: 1 + 9 + 9 + 2 = 21 … 2 + 1 = 3

	
Life path number: 1 + 3 + 3 = 7



Your life path number would be a 7. In general, those with life path number 7 tend to be spiritual and find themselves drawn to learning about the great mysteries of life.

To further distinguish your life path characteristics from other individuals who resonate with the number 7, you would take the actual day of birth (12) and add the digits: 1 + 2 = 3. Those who vibrate with the number 3 tend to have a creative streak that allows them to combine two sources into something new and unique.
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Laurie Cabot, known as the “official witch of Salem,” was born March 6, 1933. This birthdate gives her the life path number 7. Individuals with this life path number are known to travel a spiritual path.



Thus, this potential person who was born on October 12, 1992, would be someone who has an inner spiritual drive and a desire to know the truths of the world. This individual may express this desire through art or other forms of creativity. This person could use photography and writing as a medium to examine the human consciousness or spend free time making wire-wrapped jewelry out of crystals to enhance the spiritual connection.

EXPRESSION NUMBER


Your expression or destiny number is the frequency that explains your desires or goals in life. To find your expression number, you assign a numerological value to each letter in your full birth name.

With your expression number, you will want to find the name that was on your birth certificate, not the nickname that everyone called you or your married name. And make sure to use the full birth name, which includes any middle name that you were given.

Use the following Pythagorean Number Table to find which number is associated with which letter.

For example, if your name were Susan Lydia Smith on your birth certificate, you would assign each letter of that name a number as follows:


	
Susan: S (1) U (3) S (1) A (1) N (5) … 1 + 3 + 1 + 1 + 5 = 11 (do not reduce further because it’s a master number)

	
Lydia: L (3) Y (7) D (4) I (9) A (1) … 3 + 7 + 4 + 9 + 1 = 24 … 2 + 4 = 6

	
Smith: S (1) M (4) I (9) T (2) H (8) … 1 + 4 + 9 + 2 + 8 = 24 … 2 + 4 = 6

	
Expression number: 11 + 6 + 6 = 23 … 2 + 3 = 5



This hypothetical Susan Lydia Smith has an expression number of 5. As you’ll learn, 5s typically have inner desires and goals to experience all of life itself and feel the freedom of doing just that. She may have a travel blog where she documents all her journeys and adventures, saving each extra dollar for the next plane trip to exotic locales. Susan may be the type of individual who flits from job to job, not staying in one place too long to avoid getting bored.

SOUL URGE NUMBER


The soul urge number, sometimes called the heart’s desire, tells you what your inner-core self longs for. This number can reveal hidden truths about yourself that not even you were aware of or information about yourself that you had suppressed. The results of this number sometimes do not feel like they match you right away, especially if you are younger, but as you grow and mature, your soul urge number becomes more of who you are as a person.

This number is found by adding only the vowels in your full birth name. The vowels of your birth name, taken together, vibrate at a frequency that reveals your inner self and your core truths, the essential parts of you that you may hide from the world at large.

We will calculate the soul urge number of, again, our hypothetical Susan Lydia Smith, figuring out what she longs for while she bounces from job to job with just her travel blog as her constant companion.


	
Susan: U (3) A (1) = 3 + 1 = 4

	
Lydia: Y (7) I (9) A (1) = 7 + 9 + 1 = 17 … 1 + 7 = 8

	
Smith: I (9) = 9

	
Soul urge number: 4 + 8 + 9 = 21 … 2 + 1 = 3



Susan will have a soul urge number of 3. So, while our hypothetical travel blogger never quite feels settled in one place and enjoys the freedom of moving around, her inner desire is to do something creative. This can be seen reflected in the photos she takes for her blog, which always are shot at unique angles and have great color contrast. She may have even wanted to go to art school after high school, but her parents discouraged her, and instead of pushing for what she really wanted, she got the first job she could find—and we all know by now that the job didn’t last more than a couple of months.

PERSONALITY NUMBER


In contrast to your soul urge number, your personality number is found by adding only the consonants of your birth name. The consonants vibrate at a frequency that shows how you express yourself to the world at large. This is the public face you put on when you walk on the street and what people see when they first meet you. Sometimes this number can feel like a surprise if you aren’t aware of what aspects of yourself you are portraying. By looking at your personality number, you can find which traits are positive and which natural tendencies you might want to highlight when you are meeting new people or going out on that first date. This way you can make a first impression that is really representative of who you are.

It is back to Susan and her wandering ways. Let’s discover what people see when they meet her and how others perceive her.


	
Susan: S (1) S (1) N (5) = 1 + 1 + 5 = 7

	
Lydia: L (3) D (4) = 3 + 4 = 7

	
Smith: S (1) M (4) T (2) H (8) = 1 + 4 + 2 + 8 = 15 … 1 + 5 = 6

	
Personality number: 7 + 7 + 6 = 20 … 2 + 0 = 2



Susan has a personality number of 2. Now we know why she keeps getting hired even though she hasn’t stayed in a job longer than that four-month stint at an accounting firm in Reno. When people meet Susan for the first time, she comes off as trustworthy and honest. People think she is reliable and someone who will stick with the company, no matter what happened in the past. Maybe they look at her travel blog and see all the years of effort and consistency she put in there and think she will give the same to their job. Plus, Susan is just a likeable person, so they should hire her no matter what her resume looks like.

CREATING A NARRATIVE FROM YOUR CORE NUMBERS


Once you have all your core numbers, you can look at them together as a whole and create a narrative or story that explains how each of the numbers is expressing themselves in your life, just like we did for our hypothetical Susan Lydia Smith.

You’ll learn more about each number later in this chapter. For now, here’s a summary of Susan. With that October birthdate, we can see that she came here to be a spiritual person and to do this through creative means. She likes to move around and enjoys the freedom of life, not liking feeling constricted. Through this freedom she allows herself to open up to the possibilities of the universe and learn new spiritual wisdom and insights.

Susan longs to be creative and show that side of herself, but she isn’t focusing on her creative pursuits at the moment, although she might find her way back to them when she is more mature. Instead her main goal in life right now is to find the next paycheck that will fund the next flight to Bali so she can get just the right picture for her blog.

It is easy for Susan to live this lifestyle right now. She knows that, no matter where she ends up, she will find a way to survive financially. She doesn’t need much to live off of, and her spiritual philosophy is one of simplicity and moderation. Susan is happy in her life right now—as long as she has her travel blog, anything is possible.

Now create the narrative of your life. Use your core numbers to uncover the secrets of who you are and why you behave the way you do in certain situations. This will help you understand yourself and also your wants and needs. From these numbers you can also discover what partner will fit you best.

Susan would not do well with a long-term partner who has a life path number 6 and prefers to stay at home. Instead, someone with a life path number 3 or 5 would mesh well with her traveling lifestyle. Maybe it would even help Susan to realize that a long-term partner isn’t really what works for her desires right now and a couple of one-night stands would be perfect instead.


[image: ] TIPS FOR BEGINNERS [image: ]


When figuring out your numbers, it is important to pay attention to the details. This means adding the numbers in a certain order and being mindful of the name you use. Changing the order of addition could give you the wrong number, and you could end up with a personality profile that doesn’t match your vibes.

ADDING NUMBERS


When finding your life path number, make sure to add and reduce the day, month, and year separately before adding them together. This will ensure your number is correct. Do not reduce master numbers (11, 22, and 33). When you add the final numbers together, keep reducing until you get either a single pure number or a master number. For example, the following calculations apply to the birthdate June 29, 1984:


	
June: 6

	
29: 2 + 9 = 11 (do not reduce further because it’s a master number)

	
1984: 1 + 9 + 8 + 4 = 22 (do not reduce further because it’s a master number)

	6 + 11 + 22 = 39 … 3 + 9 = 12 … 1 + 2 = 3




SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES WITH NAMES


Generally, you will use your birth name in calculating your core numbers; however, this does not mean that the other names you go by don’t have any significance. Each name or nickname that you are called adds to the vibratory nature of your energetic field.

It is fun to check what number these names say about you and how people that know you by these different names may view you differently than people who call you by your birth name. This is also a fun exercise to do if you are considering changing your name or perhaps even taking on or hyphenating your partner’s name. Does one formation fit better with your personality than the other? Check them out and see what you prefer!
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Many witches use magical names when working with spirits and the universe. Before choosing a name, look at the numerology and see if it fits what you want to accomplish. Then figure out if that name will be in harmony with your given name.



IS Y A VOWEL?

If you have a y in your name, you might be wondering if it is considered a consonant or a vowel—should you use it to calculate your personality number or your soul urge number? The answer to this question isn’t as simple as you would like. Sometimes y is considered a vowel, and sometimes it is considered a consonant.

The rule for how to determine this in numerology is to look at how the y sounds. Does it sound heavy and sharp like a consonant? Or, does it sound like it is taking the place of a vowel in the word?

In the example we used earlier, the y in Lydia is considered a vowel because it sounds just like an i and takes the place of an i in the name, whereas in the name Yasmin, the y is considered a consonant.


[image: ] OTHER MAGICAL APPLICATIONS OF NUMBERS [image: ]


You do not have to confine numerology to your personal self and profile based on your name and birthdate. Instead, apply it broadly to the world around you or just to your own little corner of the world. The key is to pay attention to numbers wherever they may show up.

HOUSE NUMBERS


Take a look at the address where you live. What does it say about the vibrations of your house or apartment? What about where you work? The places we assign numbers to carry the vibrational frequency of the numbers associated with them.

Adding up the numbers of your address will give you a general feeling for what the energy of the place feels like. If you do not like the frequency that the location is associated with, you can always change it. How can you change your house number without moving, though? Some people simply put an additional number on the inside of their door to shift the numerical vibration of their house.

For example, if your street address is 235, this would reduce to a 1 vibrational frequency. A 1 symbolizes power, but it is also not the best frequency to encourage romantic partnerships. If your address adds up to a 1, you may consider taping the number 1 or 3 on the inside frame of your front door to shift the vibration to a 2 or 4, which will inspire romantic harmony.

If you live in an apartment or condo, consider the different frequencies of both the street address and the apartment number. You can look at these separately and add them together to get a feel for what you are working with. If you live at street address 235, but your apartment number is 1, your place will have a vibrational frequency of both 1 (the apartment number) and 2 (the street address plus the apartment number). This would give the location the qualities of both independence and harmony—a great combination if you want to be the alpha in a relationship.

LIFE CYCLE NUMBERS


In addition to your core numbers, another number that influences you and the world around you is the year. Every new year, the world at large, as well as you yourself, switch to a new life cycle number. These numbers have a broad effect on the lives that we all need.

To calculate the life cycle year, just add up the numbers in the year. For example, 2018 was an 11 vibrational year, whereas 2023 will be a 7 vibrational year. The whole world will be influenced by this vibration, and you will see shifts that correspond with the numerological energies present.

You, personally, also go through a life cycle year every year. Some numerologists count your new year as starting on January 1, while others count your year as starting on your birthday. Pay attention to your own energy and events of your life to try to determine which way you should calculate your life cycle number.

To find this number for you personally, just add the numbers of your birthdate but switch the current year for your birth year. For example, if you were born December 8, 1990, your life path number would be 3. If the year is 2020, your life cycle year is 6, and if 2021, your life cycle year is 7.
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If you want to create a spell but don’t want others to know what it is about, try using a numerological shorthand to identify it. Add up the numerological value of each letter in your desire and create a master number for the spell. You can inscribe this number on a candle or say the spell that number of times to add power.



Your years will cycle through the numbers, sometimes stopping on a master number if you are having a pivotal year, and then cycle back through again. If you look back on the previous years, can you see which years were 9-numbered years, which symbolize endings and completions? How about 1-numbered years, which represent starting new journeys? This is a fun way to look at your life from fresh eyes and see all the cycles you have and will go through.


[image: ] WHAT EACH NUMBER MEANS [image: ]


Now that you have calculated your core numbers, it is time to look at what each number represents. Each number has general characteristics that you can interpret and enhance based on the way this number is applied to your personality profile. For example, a 5 as a life path number usually means that you enjoy change and moving around from place to place. If your 5 is found as a soul urge number, you may stay in the same place all your life but dream of exploring the world, and you might like to lose yourself in books describing all the exotic locales that you never end up going to.

Also look if you have a multiple of the same number in your core numbers. This means that the vibration of that specific number has a stronger effect on your personality. For example, if your expression number and personality number are both 1s, you likely desire to be the boss and dominate the world you have made for yourself, and other people will know this about you too. They will see you as someone who is a leader and good at taking control.

It is important to remember when looking at the essence of the numbers to trust your gut and your intuition. Numbers can have different facets, and your inner knowing is what will make it clear how the numbers apply to you or the person you are trying to understand better.

ESSENCE OF 1

The essence of 1 shows through as an individual who has a singular focus on self. They seek to learn and achieve to benefit themselves personally. Although they may seem benevolent at times, any act of giving usually results in some personal reward as well. Achievement, creation, invention, family, and friends are expressions of the 1’s ability to achieve and create success. The 1 is loyal, a leader who is fair and given to spurts of amazing generosity. The 1 shows and inspires others by personally demonstrating what he or she is capable of doing as an individual.
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Witches like to use the phrase “as above, so below” to symbolize how we are all connected in universal oneness. There is one force that runs throughout us and throughout the universe. The acts that we perform on Earth are reflected back to the astral plane, and the motions and occurrences in the astral influence us on in the mortal world. Thus the number 1 is a key theme in witchcraft.



The 1s also tend to be seen as alphas and like to push their way through any situation. This is the number that represents beginnings and new adventures, and sometimes to start something new one must be brave and push in situations where other numbers may hold back. This pioneering and visionary presence is needed to create new ground and new opportunities for the 1, as well as those who come after.

If you have 1 as a core number, see how these qualities of leadership, loyalty, domination, and spunk are expressed. These are the characteristics of someone who can be the head of a Fortune 500 company or start a new nonprofit to save the world.
