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			CHAPTER 1

			THE CULTURE JIHADISTS LIVE AMONG US

			VICE PRESIDENT MIKE PENCE delivered a terse warning to Christians: be prepared to be discriminated against because of your religious beliefs.

			“The truth is, we live in a time when the freedom of religion is under assault,” the vice president said during the 2019 commencement address at Liberty University. 

			“We live in a time when it’s become acceptable and even fashionable to ridicule and even discriminate against people of faith,” Pence told the Class of 2019.

			“Throughout most of American history, it’s been pretty easy to call yourself Christian,” Pence said. “It didn’t even occur to people that you might be shunned or ridiculed for defending the teachings of the Bible.”

			The vice president was widely ridiculed for his stark assessment of the state of Christianity in America. But the truth is in recent years Christians have faced unrelenting attacks in the public marketplace from secularists and a small, but vocal, mob of LGBT activists.

			“Some of the loudest voices for tolerance today have little tolerance for traditional Christian beliefs,” the vice president said.

			He told the assembled crowd they must be prepared when the day comes when they “will be asked to bow down to the idols of popular culture.”

			“You’re going to be asked not just to tolerate things that violate your faith; you’re going to be asked to endorse them,” he said.

			The fact is that in some states Christians are being treated as second-class citizens—forced by the government to renounce their religious beliefs for the sake of political correctness.

			Just a few weeks later House Democrats passed the so-called Equality Act, a piece of legislation that would expand the 1964 Civil Rights Act to include sexual orientation and gender identity. 

			The law would completely obliterate the 1993 Religious Freedom Restoration Rights Act, a law that stops the government from encroaching on a person’s religious liberty. In other words, the Equality Act effectively puts a bull’s-eye on every person of faith in the nation.

			The Christian Broadcasting Network warned that “Christians will be forced to violate their beliefs.” Tony Perkins, the president of the Family Research Council called the legislation “Orweillian” and predicted a “catastrophic loss of religious freedom in America.”

			Representative Jody Hice, a Republican lawmaker from Georgia, told me the bill would flat-out erode the First Amendment.

			“This is an attempt to silence the Christian voice,” he said.

			Christian churches would be forced to host events that are contrary to the Bible’s teachings on marriage and sexuality. Christian schools would be required to accommodate the preferences of transgender students and many Christian-owned businesses would be forced to violate their deeply held religious beliefs.

			The vice president’s dire warning turned out to be a modern day prophecy. 

			I wrote this book because I love America and I love freedom. I love the freedom to practice my religion in the public marketplace. I love the freedom to read To Kill A Mockingbird on a warm summer day in Bryant Park. I love to watch parents doting over their newborn child. But our freedoms are in danger, grave danger. 

			In the pages of this book, you will read about a Catholic farmer banned from selling blueberries because of his religious beliefs. You will read stories about modern-day book bans. You will even read about attempts to slander our Founding Fathers as racist bigots. 

			The truth is, our nation is under attack and the enemy lives among us. They have already overrun our public school system and judicial system and now they are infiltrating our church houses. 

			They want to destroy life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. They want to open our borders and cede our national sovereignty to an invading horde of illegal aliens. Quite literally, they want to silence our voices and bully us into submission. Opinions contrary to the those of leftists are now designated as hate speech. 

			Many years ago, I wrote in God Less America that our values have been turned upside down. Wrong is right, right is wrong. Truth is no longer absolute. And neither is gender. Cherished traditions like marriage are scorned. Patriotism is no longer a virtue. It truly is a bloodless jihad, a cultural jihad. 

			President Trump has been fighting for the American people and our way of life, but Congress has been fighting him every step of the way—even members of his own political party. 

			Charlie Daniels, the country music singer, once told me it’s time for the politicians to knock off the backstabbing and bickering and get to work for the American people.

			“All you guys in the Senate and all you guys in Congress stop and listen—we’re not getting (anything) done—nothing,” he said. “You’re sitting over there—Chuck Schumer on that side—and you’re sitting over there—Mitch McConnell on that side and you guys act like you’re dealing with a devil.”

			“Get your act together and sit down and do something,” he said. “You’re not hurting the party, you’re killing America. Do you want to be known for killing America? You want to be the S.O.B’s that took America down the drain?”

			Could you imagine Charlie giving Republicans and Democrats the “what for”? What a day in American history that would be. Then again, it’s unlikely to happen because lawmakers can’t handle the unvarnished truth.

			“They’d throw me in jail for contempt of Congress,” Charlie said.

			There’s no greater patriot I know than Charlie Daniels. This guy loves God, he loves America, and he loves our troops. He understands the heartbeat of “We the People” and he understands that we’ve taken a wrong turn.

			“I think we have forgotten to count our blessings,” he said. “I think a lot of people have forgotten what America is. America is the greatest country the world has ever known. Nobody can hold a candle to the United States of America.”

			Charlie believes the only way to restore traditional American values is to engage the political process—to take a stand.

			“Why do people from every corner of the Earth do everything in their power to come to this country and be a citizen,” he said. “It’s because this is the best place on Earth. We can’t let that slip away from our national conscience.”

			I thought about Charlie’s words in early 2019 when I was invited to be a guest of Georgia Congressman Jody Hice at the State of the Union Address. 

			It was one of those uniquely American moments, where strangers sat together, many of opposing political views, united in the belief that we are a free people, one nation under God.

			My seatmate was a Democrat from Illinois. She runs a non-profit food pantry in Aurora. We found common ground by talking about food—the belief that no American should ever have to go to bed hungry.

			Also in my section was an investment guy from Silicon Valley, a Packers fan from Wisconsin, and a decorated Army Ranger from Texas. He was gracious as all of us shook his hand and thanked him for his service.

			There were also some illegal aliens in the crowd and one was seated in my section of the gallery. She was a guest of Congressman Mike Levin, a Democrat from California. The illegal alien had been an intern on his campaign in 2018. The congressman could have selected a law-abiding, American taxpayer to watch the State of the Union, but instead, he chose someone who does not even legally belong in the country. What makes that person so special? I wondered.

			As near as I could tell, there were not too many fans of President Trump sitting in my section of the gallery. More than once, I was the only person giving the president a standing ovation. And I might have triggered a few microaggressions when I hollered, “Amen!” when the president delivered a passionate defense of the unborn and newborn.

			He used graphic language to call out New York lawmakers who passed a law allowing mothers to abort their babies in the birth canal.

			“Lawmakers in New York cheered with delight upon the passage of legislation that would allow a baby to be ripped from the mother’s womb moments before birth,” the president said. “These are living, feeling, beautiful babies who will never get the chance to share their love and dreams with the world.”

			Trump went on to publicly shame Virginia Democratic Gov. Ralph Northam for affirming “that he would execute a baby after birth.”

			Trump continued, “To defend the dignity of every person, I am asking the Congress to pass legislation to prohibit the late-term abortion of children who can feel pain in the mother’s womb. Let us work together to build a culture that cherishes innocent life. And let us reaffirm a fundamental truth—all children—born and unborn—are made in the holy image of God.”

			The Republicans rose with a mighty force and roared their affirmation of the president’s remarks. It was, in my estimation, the most passionate and emotional moment of the evening.

			But the reaction from Democrats was stunning, albeit predictable. They refused to stand in agreement that newborn children deserve the right to live. There they sat for the nation to see, many dressed in white, as they sat stone-faced in their seats.

			A few days later, I caused a bit of an uproar when I said on Fox News @ Night that there was an evil in the Democratic Party. After what I saw in the House chamber, I absolutely stand by those words. There is something demonic happening within the ranks of the Democrats. There is something demonic happening within the ranks of Leftists. And maybe they should consider swapping their white dresses and cloaks for sackcloth and ashes.

			David Horowitz, the conservative writer and founder of the David Horowitz Freedom Center, was a guest on my Fox Nation show in spring 2019. He offered a rather unique perspective of the crisis facing the nation as a self-described agnostic Jew.

			“We are a Christian country,” he said. “Every value and every principle we hold dear—the basis of our freedom—equality, inclusion, tolerance, pluralism, individual accountability and individual freedom—these are all Christian ideas.”

			Horowitz went on to tell me that 98 percent of the people who originally settled America were Protestant Christians. 

			“America could only be created and our freedoms only created by Protestant Christians. It could not be done by Catholics. It could not be done by atheists and certainly could not be done by Muslims,” he said. 

			Horowitz said it’s time for the sleeping Christians of the nation to wake up and face the reality of the situation—the leftist assault on Christianity is an assault on America itself. 

			“This is an existential battle for the life of this country,” he said. “This is a very serious moment in our country. Christians stand in the way of the Left—which wants to destroy this country.” 

			His two-word call to arms for people of faith: get active. 

			The other day I thought about a well-worn quote attributed to the great Irish statesman Edmund Burke, “The only thing necessary for the triumph of evil is for good men to do nothing.”

			Recently, Barna Research released a study showing that half of American pastors worry they will offend someone if they preach a message about a controversial issue. In other words, good men have done nothing and evil has triumphed. 

			Back home in the Deep South, the revival preacher would always deliver a hellfire-and-brimstone message. He’d have just about everybody in the church squirming in the pews. And before the church organist could belt out the first line of “Just As I Am,” there would be a stampede to the altar. 

			In a way, this book is a hellfire-and-brimstone message to America. We’ve gone astray and it’s time to return to our heritage, our roots. There may be a few chapters that make you uncomfortable and there may be a few that make you downright angry. But there are also chapters that will give you cause to smile and laugh and even cheer. 

			Culture Jihad is not meant to be a book about our nation’s demise. It’s about hope—hope for a better future. And I still have hope. I have hope in America because my hope is not built on a political party. My hope is not built on celebrities. My hope is built on nothing less than Jesus’s blood and righteousness. 

			So, as you read the following pages, I would urge you to consider a beloved passage of Scripture paraphrased from the Holy Bible: Let not your heart be troubled, America. 

		



			CHAPTER 2

			LET’S GET GOING, WE’VE GOT A COUNTRY TO SAVE

			IMAGINE WAKING UP in the year 2030 and seeing this news item appear on your smartphone:

			Ft. Leavenworth, Kansas (AP) - Rev. Oliver Criswell Hart, the last president of the Southern Baptist Convention, died in a federal prison today. He was ninety-two.

			Hart, who once headed the nation’s largest Protestant denomination, had been imprisoned for felony violations of federal hate crime laws.

			The Southern Baptist Convention was disbanded by the federal government in the early 21st century after it was declared a domestic hate group by the Department of Homeland Security.

			Ironically, Hart was a direct descendant of one of the Southern Baptist Convention’s most renowned ministers, Revolutionary War hero Rev. Oliver Hart.2 

			The elder Hart had been pastor of The First Baptist Church of Charleston, South Carolina just before the outbreak of the Revolutionary War. He was heralded for preaching sermons about freedom from the pulpit. 

			Hart had refused to comply with federal agents, who demanded he stop reading and preaching from the Holy Bible. He was also found guilty on multiple counts of discriminating against Muslims and LGBT-Americans during sermons he delivered from church pulpits. 

			The original translations of the Bible were banished by special legislation enacted under the 2025 Hate Crimes Act. Most religious books were confiscated by federal authorities and replaced with a government-approved text that removed all verses deemed controversial or hateful by censors.

			Democrats reclaimed majorities in both the Senate and the House of Representatives by campaigning on a promise to pass the legislation. The president signed it into law in a ceremony heralded by protected people groups as well as the Muslim Brotherhood. 

			The Supreme Court rejected an emergency appeal filed by religious liberty advocates. In their landmark 7–2 decision, the Court ruled that gay rights trump religious liberty. 

			“Discrimination in the name of God is an abomination that must not be tolerated in a free society,” the majority wrote in their opinion. “Religion disguised as bigotry and hate has no place in a tolerant and diverse society.”

			Followers of extremist religions were then expelled from public service and banned from holding public office. At least one hundred Catholic and Evangelical members of Congress, mostly Republicans, were removed from office after they acknowledged they followed the teachings of Christ. 

			The president offered to pardon Hart provided he make a public renouncement of his faith and his beliefs that homosexuality is a sin and that Islam is an evil religion. 

			He refused to do so and was immediately taken into federal custody. The Internal Revenue Service shut down the Southern Baptist Convention headquarters in Nashville along with other Baptist organizations in Atlanta and Richmond, Virginia.

			Hart’s death came just two weeks after the anniversary of the Day of Sorrows, marking the worst terrorist attacks on American soil. Islamic radicals staged suicide raids on more than two dozen Christian mega-churches on Easter Sunday. Nearly 10,000 worshipers were killed in what became the worst terrorist attack on American soil.

			A congressional investigation found that many of the attackers were agents of the Islamic State who had immigrated to America posing as refugees.

			Two weeks later, the radical Islamists blew up Christian schools in Colorado Springs, Nashville, and Atlanta and attacked a crowded Chick-fil-A restaurant in Dallas. The carnage was horrific. Several hundred people died—mostly children. 

			The bloody attacks sparked what would become a de facto holy war. An angry president argued that Christians bore some responsibility for the attacks because of their teachings against Islam. He demanded that Christian pastors stand down and stop “the flaming passions of hatred from the pulpit.”

			“Christians must turn the other cheek,” the president declared.

			But the Southern Baptist Convention and other major denominations scoffed at those demands and led a coalition of Evangelical Christian denominations who vowed to ignore the pleas from Washington, D.C.

			With the Islamic Radicals threatening to launch even more attacks, Congress decided to take action. To appease the radicals, Congress outlawed all public displays of religion that were contrary to Sharia Law. 

			A bipartisan committee established what would eventually become the United Church of America, a government-approved, state-sponsored religion. Tax-exempt status for every Christian church was immediately revoked and the IRS confiscated all church property. 

			Church buildings underwent a religious cleansing. Any relics deemed offensive were destroyed—including crosses, hymnals, and Christian flags. Many former sanctuaries were turned into convention halls and community centers.

			A national ministerial registry was created. Pastors were required to obtain government credentials authorizing them to preach—but only from government-approved texts. 

			Hundreds of preachers, mostly Baptists and Pentecostals, defied the law and were subsequently charged and sentenced up to five years in prison. 

			The Department of Education immediately ceased all funding to Christian colleges and universities. Professors who advocated for Creationism were sent to re-education camps. Many schools were forced to close. 

			Prayer was formally banned in public schools. The federal government also rescinded legislation making Christmas a federal holiday. Easter, St. Patrick’s Day, and Valentine’s Day were banned as well. 

			Education officials soon implemented a mandatory LGBT education curriculum.

			The Department of Homeland Security shut down the Fellowship of Christian Athletes, AWANA, and a number of other Christian-themed clubs.

			Gideon’s International, a ministry that provided Bibles to school children and hotels and hospitals, was designated as a domestic hate group. 

			The Pentagon court-martialed hundreds of chaplains who refused to stop praying in the name of Jesus. And Christians were eventually banned from serving in the Armed Forces, as well as government sector jobs. 

			Christian business owners were required to sign a statement declaring they would not discriminate against protected people groups. They were also required to mark their stores and shops with the ithacus fish—the sign of Christianity. Those who refused, were shut down. 

			“You must leave your religion at home,” the president warned Americans. 

			The Christian cleansing of the nation did not come easily. There were pockets of resistance in areas of what was once known as the Bible Belt. 

			The Department of Inclusion and Diversity, a cabinet level office created during the second term of the Michelle Obama presidency, launched a massive sweep of the region during the winter of 2027.

			Anyone of the Christian faith caught proselytizing faced a mandatory three-year prison sentence. Jails became so overcrowded that the government was forced to shorten prison terms and instead place convicted Christians in a national database.

			Hart had warned Christian Americans that such a day was coming during the historic presidential election of 2016. He conducted a nationwide bus tour, urging Evangelical Christians to pray and vote. 

			“The church needs to vote. The church needs to show up at the polls,” Hart told a gathering at the state capitol in New Mexico. 

			“Secularism has come into Washington, and Washington is taking God out of [it],” he said in Santa Fe. “We as Christians are being pushed further and further to the back, and I say let’s take our country back.”

			And yet Christians did not heed the pastor’s warning. 

			The 2020 presidential election proved pivotal. Just hours after being sworn into office, the new president nominated a liberal justice to the Supreme Court—permanently altering the ideological makeup of the bench. 

			Two years later, the president replaced two of the remaining three conservative justices with liberals—marking the end of conservative influence in the judiciary. 

			Historians have concluded that Hart was correct in his 2020 presidential prediction. Had Christians bothered to vote, they could have swayed the outcome of the election.

			“I don’t care who wins and who’s out there, you have to vote,” Hart told the Christian Broadcasting Network at the time. “And I’m not going to tell people who to vote for. I’m not going to do that. Let God tell you who to vote for. You may have to hold your nose. You may have to decide which is the least heathen of the two heathen.”

			Arrangements are being made to transfer Hart’s body to the newly formed Republic of Texas, where he will be buried. 

			There’s really no gentle way to break this to you, America. But the “fake news” report published above is a lot closer to reality than you might believe. 

			The Left is waging a stealth jihad on our faith, our families, and our heritage. There is a clear and present danger to the American way of life. And unless “We the People” rise up and take a stand, I fear the home of the brave will no longer be the land of the free.

			And make no mistake, good readers, this militant mob of godless millennials and malcontents is taking the war directly to the Bible Belt and every Bible-believing community in the nation. 

			This book will expose a dangerous effort being waged in the shadows and back rooms of government to undermine the very foundations of the Republic. 

			Some of you might be wondering, “Wait a second. President Trump has made America great again. Jobs are booming. We can say ‘Merry Christmas’ again. I’ve got a dinner table filled to overflowing with fried chicken and biscuits and butter beans.”

			Do not be fooled by the great successes of the Trump Administration in protecting religious liberty and the Second Amendment. Do not be lulled into a sense of security by the vast numbers of conservative judges appointed to the federal courts. Storm clouds are gathering, friends. 

			Socialism is on the rise. Patriotism is frowned upon. American families are under assault. Freedom of speech and association are nearly bygone vestiges. Government-run schools have been turned into indoctrination centers. In Chapter Six, for example, we will explore a national crusade to introduce children to drag queens at public libraries.3 One of the queens literally said their goal is to groom children for their lifestyle choice. If that doesn’t ruffle your feather boa, I’m not quite sure what will. 

			Beloved institutions like the Boy Scouts have been morally bankrupted and many churches have been neutered by social justice warriors. Polling data suggests that more than half of the nation’s Christians don’t even bother to vote.4 And many pastors are fearful of addressing important issues of the day lest they offend parishioners or stir the wrath of militant activists. 

			Instead of salt and light, the American church has hidden itself under a bushel and subsists on a low-sodium diet. Truth has become irrelevant. The violent cultural winds of the day have unmoored our nation from its founding documents and, as a result, the rights afforded to us by the Constitution are in mortal danger. 

			The great Southern Baptist leader Adrian Rogers warned of such times in a booklet titled Will God Impeach America?5

			“There is a virtual tidal wave of filth sweeping across America,” he wrote. “That’s America - the home of the immorally free and brave.”

			“Something is happening in America that is very un-American. We have become a nation riddled with every vile form of immorality and corruption. If you want to find out more, all you have to do is consult the front page of any newspaper,” he wrote. 

			Dr. Rogers, the longtime pastor of Bellevue Baptist Church in Memphis, Tennessee, sounded the warning many years ago—that God could very well take down the hedge He built to protect the United States. 

			If Dr. Rogers’s prophecy turns out to be true, that could explain our current predicament—where a radical band of culture jihadists have declared a political fatwa on the Red, White, & Blue. And they will not cease until they have turned the Bill of Rights into a heaping pile of rubble. 

			In 2017 Rolling Stone published a disturbing profile of Tim Gill, an openly gay technology giant who weaponized his $500 million fortune and unleashed a horde of anti-Christian jihadists on the Southern states.6 

			Rolling Stone detailed Gill’s mission—to stop states from passing legislation that would protect Christian wedding planners and florists and bakers from LGBT activists—under the guise of equal rights. 

			In response to the Supreme Court’s decision to redefine what God had already defined, many state lawmakers introduced religious freedom restoration acts. The legislation would provide legal cover for churches and Christian business owners. 

			Gill and his followers successfully stopped the legislation in the Republican stronghold of Georgia and helped to unseat the Republican governor of North Carolina over the issue of transgender bathrooms. We’ll get into that issue a bit later in the book. 

			And the election of President Trump only emboldened Gill’s militancy. 

			“We’re going into the hardest states in the country. We’re going to punish the wicked,” he told Rolling Stone. 

			And by wicked, he means every Bible-believing Christian in America, from pastors preaching in the pulpit to sweet grandmothers serving fried chicken at the church potluck.

			In 2018, Hollywood mega-producer Ryan Murphy, the creator of hit television programs like Glee and American Horror Story, echoed Gill’s declaration of war. 

			“I want these hateful and wrong politicians to go and to stop polluting our moral and ethical ether,” he told a gathering of sycophants at a pro-LGBT gala in Los Angeles, California. “I think it’s now possible to create a movement to protect and nourish our own.”7

			And by “our own” he was referring to the LGBT community. Murphy announced the creation of a multimillion-dollar organization that will target anyone running for office that they consider to be anti-gay. 

			“Why don’t we consider ever targeting the people that are causing the problem here - the homophobes, the trans-naysayers and the small, restricted and dangerous minds who are causing so many young people to needlessly hate themselves and doubt themselves in our country, when what they should be receiving from us is love and support and understanding.”

			And just in case all of you folks who live in Mayberry and Hazzard County haven’t quite figured out Murphy’s nefarious scheme, he spelled it out for you.

			“We are going to send a message which says you cannot make discrimination against us a political virtue anymore. You cannot keep killing our vulnerable young people by promoting and nationalizing your rural, close-minded, anti-constitutional viewpoints,” he declared. 

			President Obama used similar language when he was running for the presidency in 2007. He said the folks who lived in the Rust Belt were clinging to their guns and their religion. He called them bitter.8 

			Hillary Clinton took the slur a step further when she said half of President Trump’s supporters were a bunch of homophobic, xenophobic, Islamophobic bigots. A basket of deplorables, she surmised. Irredeemable.9

			In 2018, at a dinner for the radical Human Rights Campaign, former Vice President Joe Biden took direct aim at social conservatives and he was loaded for bear. 

			“These forces of intolerance remain determined to undermine and roll back the progress you all have made,” the vice president snarled. “This time they - not you - have an ally in the White House. This time they have an ally.”

			He went on to call the “Make America Great Again” crowd “virulent people - some of them the dregs of society.”

			The applause was thunderous from the LGBT activists and their supporters. How ironic that an organization that supposedly opposes bullying and intolerance cheered for a man who was advocating bullying and intolerance.10 

			So when Tim Gill called us “wicked” and Ryan Murphy called us “rural,” they were talking in code. 

			They were referring to all of us gun-toting, Bible-clinging, flag-waving patriots who live in the Heartland. You see, people like Murphy and Gill and Obama and Clinton and Biden seem to believe that we are wicked people who must be silenced—and then punished. 

			I was talking to a caller from Alabama on my nationally syndicated radio program a while back and the dear lady was frustrated over the Left’s hatred of President Trump. But I explained to her that as much as they hate the president, they hate his followers even more. 

			People like Gill and Murphy despise traditional American values, our way of life. They hate concepts like God and Country. They loathe church and Sunday school.

			That’s why former President Obama promised to fundamentally transform America. That’s why his administration never truly embraced the idea that we are an exceptional nation. That’s why he spent a good many days apologizing for our values while standing on foreign soil. 

			But let’s step back for a moment and examine exactly why the Left used such loaded language to attack those of us who love America. They called us irredeemable, bitter, dregs of society, wicked. 

			It’s not that much of a stretch to imagine that the Leftists were giving their followers a wink, wink, nod, nod to engage in political warfare against Conservatives. After all, if someone is irredeemable, they must be beyond redemption. Right? In other words, those kinds of people get what’s coming to them. 

			That’s why so many of President Trump’s supporters were left bloodied and beaten in the streets. That’s why pro-Trump teenagers have been attacked in restaurants and classrooms for wearing “Make America Great Again” hats.11

			That’s why so many stars of stage and screen have used their bully pulpits to call for the assassination of the president. That’s why Representative Maxine Waters summoned an angry mob to “absolutely harass” members of the Trump administration.12 

			So, I’m not at all surprised that a low-class, foul-mouthed political hack like Joe Biden called all of us flag-waving patriots a bunch of virulent dregs of society. And to be perfectly honest, I’d rather be a gun-toting, Bible-clinging, dreg of society than an unemployed, pajama boy leftist living in his mother’s basement. 

			In my “fake news” report, I also posited the theory that it might one day be against the law for Christians to hold public office. As it turns out, the notion that the religious beliefs held by Catholics and Evangelicals might disqualify them from political and judicial life is not far-fetched; it’s a modern-day reality. 

			In 2017, Dr. Mark Green was forced to withdraw his nomination as Secretary of the Army because of his Christian beliefs.13 

			Dr. Green is a West Point graduate and a decorated Iraq war veteran. At the time of his nomination, he was serving as a Tennessee state senator. 

			He faced the wrath of a social justice mob because he believes that people should use the bathrooms that correspond with their God-given plumbing. He also believes that marriage is between one man and one woman. And as CNN noted, he is a “self-identified creationist.”

			Clearly, the Trump White House had no interest in battling the militant LGBT bullies so early in the administration. So, Dr. Green’s nomination was sacrificed on the altar of political correctness. 

			“Tragically, my life of public service and my Christian beliefs have been mischaracterized and attacked by a few on the other side of the aisle for political gain,” he continued. “While these false attacks have no bearing on the needs of the Army or my qualifications to serve, I believe it is critical to give the President the ability to move forward with his vision to restore our military to its rightful place in the world.”

			Dr. Green was just the first of many Trump nominees who were interrogated by Democrats in what became modern-day versions of the Salem Witch Trials. 

			In 2019, Brian Buescher, President Trump’s nominee for the U.S. District Court in Nebraska, was a victim of this blatant form of religious bigotry. Buescher came under attack by Senators Kamala Harris, D-Calif., and Mazie Hirono, D-Hawaii, for his membership in the Knights of Columbus, a revered and highly respected Catholic charitable organization.14

			Both lawmakers posed a series of written questions demanding to know if he would end his membership in the Knights of Columbus should he be confirmed.

			“The Knights of Columbus has taken a number of extreme positions,” Hirono wrote in the questionnaire. “For example, it was reportedly one of the top contributors to California’s Proposition 8 campaign to ban same-sex marriage.”

			Harris referred to the group as an “all-male society” and took issue with their positions on abortion and other culture war issues.

			“Were you aware that the Knights of Columbus opposed a woman’s right to choose when you joined the organization?” Harris queried.

			The condemnation from conservatives was swift.

			“This isn’t just about the Knights of Columbus or Catholics, this is an ongoing attack from the extremist left of the Democratic Party to silence people of faith and run them out of engaging in public service based on their religious beliefs,” Penny Nance, the president of Concerned Women for America, wrote in a statement.

			Senator Ben Sasse, the Republican Senator and moonlighting Uber driver from Nebraska, introduced a resolution stipulating that it is unconstitutional to disqualify a nominee from public office based on their membership in the Knights of Columbus.15 

			“There are many people on the left who act like every political fight is going to bring about heaven or hell on earth—and so there are a lot of folks for whom politics is a religion,” Sasse told The Daily Caller News Foundation after the resolution was adopted. “I think America at its best has affirmed the dignity of every individual and their right to free speech, free press, and freedom of worship.”

			Now, in a surprise move, Congresswoman Tulsi Gabbard, a Democrat from Hawaii, issued a blistering rebuke of her colleagues in the Senate. Yes, you read that correctly, Representative Gabbard is a Democrat. She accused members of her own party of “weaponizing religion.”

			“We must call this out for what it is—religious bigotry,” she wrote in a scathing op-ed in The Hill. “I stand strongly against those who are fomenting religious bigotry, citing as disqualifiers Buescher’s Catholicism and his affiliation with the Knights of Columbus. If Buescher is ‘unqualified’ because of his Catholicism and affiliation with the Knights of Columbus, then President John F. Kennedy, and the ‘liberal lion of the Senate’ Ted Kennedy would have been ‘unqualified’ for the same reasons.”16

			Miracles do happen, right?

			I respected Representative Gabbard’s bold declaration that “no American should be asked to renounce his or her faith or membership in a faith-based, service organization in order to hold public office.” But based on recent history, I’m afraid she may be in the minority within her party.

			In 2012, Democrats removed God from their party platform.17 And in 2016, delegates heckled a preacher attempting to deliver a prayer during the national convention.18 That could explain why modern-day congressional confirmation hearings now seem to resemble religious inquisitions.

			In 2017, Notre Dame law professor and mother of seven Amy Coney Barrett was grilled by Sen. Dianne Feinstein, D-Calif., over her orthodox beliefs.19

			“When you read your speeches, the conclusion one draws is that the dogma lives loudly within you, and that’s of concern when you come to big issues that large numbers of people have fought for, for years in this country,” Feinstein declared.

			Sen. Dick Durbin (D-IL) interrogated Barrett over her use of the term “orthodox Catholics”—in reference to an article she wrote on capital punishment.

			“Do you consider yourself an orthodox Catholic?” Durbin asked.

			“If you’re asking whether I take my faith seriously and I’m a faithful Catholic, I am,” she told the senator. “Although I would stress that my personal church affiliation or my religious belief would not bear on the discharge of my duties as a judge.”

			During that same year, Sen. Bernie Sanders (I-Vt.) viciously attacked the religious faith of Russell Vought, the president’s nominee to be deputy director of the White House Office of Management and Budget.20

			Sen. Sanders deemed Vought unsuitable for office because the nominee believes that salvation is found alone through Jesus Christ. He said someone with that kind of religious belief system is “really not someone who this country is supposed to be about.”

			



Sen. Sanders: “‘Muslims do not simply have a deficient theology. They do not know God because they have rejected Jesus Christ, His Son, and they stand condemned.’ Do you believe that that statement is Islamophobic?”

			Mr. Vought: “Absolutely not, Senator. I’m a Christian, and I believe in a Christian set of principles based on my faith…”

			Sanders: “…Forgive me, we just don’t have a lot of time. Do you believe people in the Muslim religion stand condemned? Is that your view?”

			Vought: “Again, Senator, I’m a Christian, and I wrote that piece in accordance with the statement of faith at Wheaton College…”

			Sanders: “I understand that. I don’t know how many Muslims there are in America. Maybe a couple million. Are you suggesting that these people stand condemned? What about Jews? Do they stand condemned too?”

			Vought: “Senator, I’m a Christian…”

			Sanders [shouting]: “I understand you are a Christian, but this country [is] made of people who are not just—I understand that Christianity is the majority religion, but there are other people of different religions in this country and around the world. In your judgment, do you think that people who are not Christians are going to be condemned?”

			Vought: “Thank you for probing on that question. As a Christian, I believe that all individuals are made in the image of God and are worthy of dignity and respect regardless of their religious beliefs. I believe that as a Christian that’s how I should treat all individuals…”

			Sanders: “…Do you think that’s respectful of other religions? … I would simply say, Mr. Chairman, that this nominee is really not someone who this country is supposed to be about.”

			Salvation through Jesus Christ alone is the core biblical tenet of Christianity. And there was Senator Sanders, on national television, berating an honest man for being a faithful follower of Jesus Christ. The noted socialist administered a religious litmus test on Mr. Vought, a practice that is outlawed by the United States Constitution. He literally told the Wheaton College alumnus that America is not supposed to be about people of the Christian faith. If Senator Sanders had his way, 71 percent of American adults would be disqualified from public service because they follow the teachings of the Holy Bible. 

			The Democrats may as well have asked, “Are you now or have you ever been a follower of Jesus Christ?”

			It’s not just religious bigotry, but it comes dangerously close to violating Article 6 of the U.S. Constitution—there “shall be no religious test” for any American seeking to serve in public office. In other words, a religious litmus test for public office is against the law.21

			Senators Harris and Feinstein and Durbin and Sanders and Hirono are either woefully ignorant of the law or they are, in fact, religious bigots. I contend they are both, making them undeserving of a place in Congress.

			Oh, and one more note about Representative Gabbard. Not too long after she called out her colleagues, she was viciously attacked in the mainstream media. Gabbard had declared her intent to run for president. Reporters quickly pounced on reports that she had worked with her parents to defend traditional marriage in Hawaii. Gabbard was seventeen years old at the time. She later apologized, multiple times, for slighting the LGBT community, but it was not enough. Gabbard was officially marked with a scarlet letter.22 

			So why is it that Democrats and Socialists and Atheists are singling out American Christians and Jews? Dennis Prager, the syndicated radio talk show host, explained why during an interview on Starnes Country, my Fox television program.

			“The only organized opposition to leftism comes from within Judaism and Christianity,” Prager told me. “The orthodox Jew, the faithful Mormon, the traditional Catholic, the Evangelical Protestant, these are the only organized opponents to leftism, and they know it, and they will do anything they can to suppress it.”

			And so far, the culture jihadists have been successful. They have taken over Hollywood and the Democratic Party. They have conquered public education and many Mainline Protestant denominations. They have even conquered cherished institutions like the Boy Scouts, professional football, and country music. 

			Now, you might be wondering, “Well, sweet mercy, Todd. If we’ve already lost the battle, why did I spend my hard-earned money on this book?”

			Rest easy, friends. And let not your heart be troubled by this culture jihad. The purpose of this book is not to frighten or to discourage you, but to challenge you and spur you into action. If we want to restore the Judeo-Christian foundation of our country, it’s going to take every last one of us. 

			But the fight cannot just be waged in the halls of Congress or in the hills of Hollywood. First, we must retake our homes and our neighborhoods from the enemy forces. We must establish that our front yard is the forward operating base in this war to reclaim the culture. 

			In his 1989 farewell address to the nation, President Reagan touched on that theme.

			“All great change in America begins at the dinner table. So, tomorrow night in the kitchen I hope the talking begins. And children, if your parents haven’t been teaching you what it means to be an American, let ‘em know and nail ‘em on it. That would be a very American thing to do.”23

			President Reagan understood that waging a fight to restore American values in Washington, D.C. is a losing battle unless the war is fought first on the home front. 

			To restore America, we must first restore our homes. Parents must take on the mantle of teaching their little ones about the virtues of liberty. They must be the ones to raise up an army to resist the fascists in our midst. 

			At the close of the Constitutional Convention of 1787 a woman approached Benjamin Franklin and asked, “What have we got - a republic or a monarchy?” Franklin’s response has been passed down by generations: “A republic if you can keep it.”24

			My fellow countrymen, I believe we can keep the Republic. I truly do. But we must take the pledge taken so many years ago by our Founding Fathers. I’m reminded of Reagan’s beautiful speech delivered in 1964. The speech was titled, “A Time for Choosing.”25

			“Freedom is never more than one generation away from extinction. We didn’t pass it to our children in the bloodstream. It must be fought for, protected, and handed on for them to do the same, or one day we will spend our sunset years telling our children and our children’s children what it was once like in the United States where men were free,” Reagan told the assembled crowd. 

			The Founding Fathers made known the implications of their decision to support the Declaration of Independence. They signed with their John Hancock knowing that Almighty God would be their protector. They pledged their lives, their fortunes, and their sacred honor. And now I believe every generation of Americans must follow suit. 

			So, as we move forward into the chapters of this book, I challenge you to follow the example set by our Founding Fathers. Let us pledge our lives, our fortunes, and our sacred honor for the sake of Liberty. My fellow countrymen, let’s put it all on the line. We’ve got a country to save. 
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
